Removed from the main ward area are 6 bedrooms dedicated to Polysomnography (Psg), outpatient rooms, clinical trials areas and offices. A large range of home assessments including oximetry, respiratory studies and actigraphy are issued from this part of the building.

The centre is part of the University of Cambridge and has research links with other clinical specialties and outside agencies. We have a long history of developing new technologies with industry and participating in multi-centre clinical trials (several are ongoing).
